Statistics show that springtime brings an
increase in the number of mishaps involving out-
door activities and vacation travel.  As we en-
joy this time of year, we must remember safety
and consider the risks involved in each and
every task we undertake.  During the month of
February, ACC experienced three Class A fatal
mishaps — three more than January.  We are
losing far too many of our precious airmen to
senseless mishaps.  We can and must do better.

There were two Class As in February.  An
E-4 had an engine malfunction while airborne
and a B-1 departed the runway on landing roll
during inclement weather.  Fortunately, we had
no injuries and the airplanes are reparable.  Stay
engaged!  Demand disciplined aviating and re-
sponsible decision making.  Know and follow
the instructions.  If there is a technique passed
by Word-Of-Mouth (WOM), write it down and
get it incorporated into the guidance.  WOMs
that never get written down may evolve into
things they were never meant to accomplish.
I’ve even seen a few become procedurally in-
correct (read: illegal).  Check yourself  before
you wreck yourself.  Fly Safe!
