INTRODUCTION

The Safe Drinking Water Information System (SDWIS)/STATE Release 8.0.5 Patch fixes a problem with the SDWIS/STATE 8.0’s Migration to SDWIS/FED: Sampling module.  The application files in this patch release replace files of the same name within the following releases: 

· SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0 for Windows 98 and Oracle.


· SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0 for Windows 98 and Oracle Personal Edition.

· SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0 for Windows NT and Oracle. 

· SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0 for Windows NT and DB2.

· SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0 for Windows 2000 and SQL Server.
This document includes a description of the patch contents and instructions for file installation.  For answers to questions about SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0.5 Patch not covered by these release notes, you may call the SDWIS User Support Hotline at 703‑292‑6298 or send an

Each primacy agency using SDWIS/STATE 8.0 should determine the scenario that best describes its lead and copper 90th percentile reporting to EPA by reviewing the decision tree and scenario descriptions in SDWIS/STATE Primacy Agencies: Reporting Lead and Copper 90th Percentile Summaries to EPA, April 2, 2004.  You should use SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0.5 Patch (Migration to SDWIS/FED:Sampling) at the appropriate point in the list of recommended actions.

Some scenarios include as a recommended action running the “Unmark_SSR_Reported_to_SDWISFED.SQL” script.  (This script resets TSASSR values for the five fields that track whether or not the PB90/CU90 sample result has been reported to/accepted by SDWIS/FED, if you used Migration to SDWIS/FED: Sampling).  It resets values in TSASSR as well as in tables TINEXSN and TINEISN so that it appears as if Migration to SDWIS/FED: Sampling has never been run on your database for lead and copper 90th percentile summaries, thereby ensuring inclusion in the H1 DTF of all data that meet the reporting criteria. SDWIS/STATE RELEASE 8.0.5 PATCH CONTENTS

SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0.5 Patch contains replacement files that fix a bug relating to the Lead 90th percentile sample summaries for small water systems.  Previously, on the Migration to SDWIS/FED: Sampling window, if you checked the PB90 Check Box, all sample summaries exceeding the action level of 0.015 mg/l should have been reported, regardless of the size of the water system (small/medium/large).  The software did not include PB90 exceedence sample summaries for small water systems (whose population served is less than or equal to 3300).  The Patch fixes this bug, so that now all sample summaries exceeding the action level of 0.015 mg/l are included in the H1 DTF, regardless of the water system’s size (small/medium/large).  Previously, if you checked the PB90 Check Box and not the Send All? Check Box, the software included some PB90 sample summaries in the DTF for small systems that only should have been included if you checked Send All?.  (It did not filter out the PB90 sample summaries for small water systems that did not exceed the action levels under the following scenario: Where Monitoring Period Type is (1Y or 3Y) AND Where Sample Summary Result Count Qty => 20.)  The software has been fixed to ensure that these two conditions must both be met before selecting the summary for inclusion in the DTF when the user only selects the PB90 Check Box.  If you check the Send All? Check Box, the application selects all PB90 sample summaries for inclusion in the H1 DTF.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS AND FILE LIST FOR SDWIS/STATE RELEASE 8.0.5 PATCH

The following files need to replace existing files in the folder where you keep your SDWIS/STATE 8.0 application software.  These files are under the APPS folder.  Users should download the SS805.zip file from EPA’s web site, which unzips into three folders: 

· 8.0.5 Oracle.

· 8.0.5 DB2.

· 8.0.5 SQLServer.  

Oracle users should refer to Section 3.1.  DB2 users should refer to Section 3.2.  SQL Server users should refer to Section 3.3.  Once you have copied the new files into the appropriate directory, you will need to run Register.exe, as described in Chapter 5 of your 8.0 Installation Guide.

If you are using SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0 for Windows 98 and Oracle, SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0 for Windows 98 and Oracle Personal Edition, or SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0 for Windows NT and Oracle, copy the following files from the 8.0.5 Oracle folder:

If you are using SDWIS/STATE Release 8.0 for Windows NT and DB2, copy the following files from the 8.0.5 DB2 folder:
