Parents in Illinois and Virginia angry and sick of the destruction and killing caused by drugs and alcohol launched the first Red Ribbon Campaign in 1985. They urged citizens to wear the red ribbon that symbolized the commitment of countless people fighting to eliminate substance abuse in their communities. In 1988 the Congress of the United States proclaimed the red ribbon campaign as a national campaign. This year the community of El Paso commemorates Red Ribbon Month with events celebrated throughout the month of October.
