Certification Requirements. Importation of Dairy Products into Barbados

The following certification statements should be provided on aVS Form 16-4 for the
exportation of dairy products, such asice cream, milk, milk powder, yogurt, and cheese,
to Barbados. Although the statement (#1) referencing the manufacturing plant approval
number (or numbers) is made on the basis of an affidavit, the exporter should provide
supporting documentation regarding their approval. Product description (product box on
V'S Form 16-4) should include the species of origin, as well as the nature of the product.

“The United States has active eradication programsfor tuberculosis and brucellosis,
including monitoring and surveillance activities for susceptible species.”

5. Themilk or milk products used in the manufacture of the product wer e obtained
from animalsthat appeared to be clinically healthy at the time of milking.

6. Theproductsarefreely marketed in the United States and areintended for
human consumption.

7. The products have been packed in new containersin a manner intended to
prevent contamination or spoilage.
