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Animal Health Certificate Requirements for Heat Treated Cat and Dog Food

The official veterinarian of the country of origin certifies the following:

1.  The product has been made of meat and animals that were subjected to ante- and post-mortem
veterinary inspections and proved to be healthy.

2.  The commodity originated from such (soliped, bovine, ovine, caprine, or porcine) animals that
are from holdings free of contagious illnesses (listed in the OIE "A" list) at least 60 days before
the transport of animals to slaughter.

3.  The meat used in the product comes from a holding where (and around which in a 15
kilometer radius neighborhood) no contagious illnesses of poultry have occurred in the last 40
days before the poultry were transported to slaughter.

4.  The meat is not from animals slaughtered in context of animal health scheme for the control or
eradication of animal diseases.

5.  The meat is from animals slaughtered in the country of origin.

6.  During the packaging, storage and transportation of the product, all necessary precautions
have been made to prevent secondary microbial infection of the commodity.
