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Solicitation 1435-01-02-RP-86382 is now amended as follows:

1)  Page 8 references the volumes required from the offerors. Volumes 2 and 3 are required from all potential applicants that pass the "pre-application" screening. These volumes form the basis of the formal application proposal and will be reviewed by the Merit Review Committee. The original text of this section stating that they are only required from an applicant if selected for award is incorrect. 

Volume 1 is only required from applicant if selected for award. Volumes 2 and 3 are required from all potential applicants that pass the "pre-application" screening. Submission of these volumes does not mean offerors have been selected for award. 

2)  Applicants will be notified by June 7, 2002 regarding the acceptance of their Pre-Applications. Pre-Applications may be sent in anytime prior to May 14, 2002.

3)  The solicitation emphasizes the “reduction in the use of crude oil”. By this, we mean that the solicitation targets the significant reduction in the Nation’s dependence on imported oil, and the improved economics of the industrial biorefinery.  Though the solicitation targets reduction in the Nation’s dependence on imported oil, Applications for technologies that do not necessarily reduce oil consumption are also acceptable if they meet the other objectives of this solicitation which include  “to focus research and development on the production of fuels from cellulose feedstocks and the improved economics of the industrial biorefinery through the co-production of power, chemicals, materials, and other products.”   The solicitation seeks Applications related to a variety of concepts, including but not limited to: fermentation, hydrolysis, pyrolysis, gasification, and/or other biochemical or thermochemical conversion systems.

4)  To clarify the funding, it is DOE’s intent to make $20 million available each year for four years for a total potential federal investment of $80 million for this solicitation. However, funding in each of the next three years is subject to availability.
