The Department of Defense of the United States of America and Ministry of Ecopomy and
European Integradion of Ukraine Issues (hereinafior referred o 8s the U.S. Party and the
Ukrzinian Party, respectively),

Implementing the Agreement between the United States of America and Ukraina Concoming
Assistance to Ukrainc in the Elimination of Strategic Nuslear Arma and the Prevention of
Proliferation of Weapons of Mass Destruction of October 25, 1993, as extendsd (herzinafter
referred to a8 the CTR Umbrella Agreerment), and

Desiring to cooperate in ordar o capand the safcguards for preventing the proliferation from
Ukraine of weapons of masx destruction as well a5 wechnologies and expertisa related ta such
weapons, .

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

1. Tn ordar to assist Ukraine in cnhancing the ability of it national export eontro] system to
prevent the proliferation from Ukfaine of weapons of mass destruction as well as the
technalogics and expertise relatod to such weapons, the US. Party and its authorized
fmplementing agents tnay provide the Ukrainian Party or its autharized 1mplementms agents
with ths frec gssistance specificd in this Agreoment, in accordance with the terms and
conditions contained hévsin, The technical requitements for the matwrials end equipment
delivered under this Agreement shall be detsrmined by the U.S. Party or its authorizad
implementing agents after consultations with the Ukrainian Party or iz authorized
implementing apents.

2. The Ukrainian Party and its anthorized implementing agents shall make usc of materixls and
equipment, wzining, and sarvices provided under this Agresment exclusively for tha purpose
of facilitating the estzblishment of a natomal export control systsm to provent the
proliferation from Ukraine of weapons of mass destruction as well ax technologies and
axpaszize related to such weapons,

3. The U.S. Puty shall not be responsiblc for enauting the appropriate use of matcrals and
cquipment, training, or services provided undsr thiz Agreement, or for achieving the planned
resufrs,

ARTICLE II

1. Each Party, upon notifying the other Party in writing, shall have the dght dclcgata
responsibilities far the mplcmcnmnon of the provisions of this Agreement ta other agencies,
departments or offices of the its govemment,

2. To achieve the objactives and fulfill the tasks stpulated in this Agreement, the Ukrainian
Party shall have the right w transfer free axsjxtance received undex this Agreement from the
U.S. Pamy (or from its authorized implementing agents) to other state agencies,



esublishments, organizations, and enterprises of Ukraine, subject to Artcle V, paragraph 2
of the CTR Umbrella Agresment,

3, Each Party to this Agreement shall have the right, upan fxcﬂfying the other Party in writing,
to appoint its points of contact for reehnical issues related @ the materials and equipment,
training, or services provided under this Agresment.

ARTICLE UI

Ali materials and equipment provided under this Agreement shall be deliveted to Kyiv, unless
atherwise agreed by the Partics, The U.S, Party or its authorized implamenting apencs shall
notify the Ukainian Party or its autharized implementing &ganty of the planned daee and place of
dolivery of euch cargo at least 120 hours bafors the date of such delivery. The Ukrainisn Pany or
its authorized implementing agent shall veceive and immediately take physical passassion of all
materials and equipnient 2% soan 85 they anive at their destination, From this moment on, the
said materials and cqaipment shall be the property of Ukraine.

ARTICLE IV

The Ukmipisn Pasty or jis suthorized jmplementing agents shall inspect any materials and
equipment received umder this Agreement and, within ten (10) days after recsiving them, provide
canfirmation ta the U.S. Patty or its suthorized implementing agents that they mest the technical
fequirements cstablished by the T1.S. Party or irs authorized implemnenting 2gents and provided in
advance to the Ulkminian Party or its authorized implementing agents. Any materlals and
equiptment that fail to mezt the above tachnicsl requirements zhall be retumed for replacement,
within thirty (30) days following the date of their receipt, to the United States via the U.S,
Embassy in Kyiv.

ARTICLE V

Asdsiztance o the Ukrainian Farty of its authorized implementing agents from the U.S. Party or
fts authorized implementing agents may be provided by the latter based on their csdmate of
cxisting needs, and with consideration of the recommendations of the Ukrainian or it authorized
implementing agents in apy or afl of the fields listed below:

1. Bilateral and multilateral discussions on the pelitical md chnical levels on matters related
to the sstablisfyvent and implementation of & comprehensive export camtrol system;

2. Bilsteral discussions and advics rcgarding the particular features of specific intemational
cxpart control tegimes and tha Wchnical parameters of commodities that fall under their
control;

3. Paricipation In maltilateral cvents in the field of non-proliferation and cxport contral;

4. Courses and on-sit= instruction for the personnel who are responsible for licensing and
cnforcement of current export control laws, ag Well as for other officialz engaged in these
malters;

5. Assignment of suitable expents for provision of assistance, where appropriate, in proparing
the drafts of export control Jaws and Implementing rogulaticns.

6. Assessment of recommendadens for improving programs amd policy on ensuring
enforcoment of the requirements of cunext export cenirol laws;

7. Provision of computer systems and related training of gpecialists in order to enhance
oversight and contro! of products and technologics subject ta expoart contral; and



8. Provision of equipment and suirable training in order to improve enforcement of the cxport
contral standards of cuent Ukrsinian legislation and improve border security infrastructura
and capabilities far datection of illicit transfers of controlled items and echnologics.

ARTICLE VI
The Pattles or their authorized implementing agents may entsr ints other agresments or
arrangements for the iroplementation of the provisions of this Agrecment, In the event of any
discrepancies between this Agreement and sny such agreements or ammgemanm, the provisions
of this Agreement shall prevail.

ARTICLE VO
This Agrecm-cnl pid all types of activities carried out under it shall be subjcst to the provisions
of the CTR Umbrella Agresment.

ARTICLE VI

Any questions concerming the [nterpretation or application of this Agreamenit shall be cesolved
by means of eonsultations and negotiations batween the Parties,

ARTICLE IX

1. Thid Agrecment shall enter into farce on the date of signaturs by the Parties, with effect from
December 31, 139 and shall remain in force for the duration of the CTR Umbrella

Agreement,

2. This Agreement may be amended by written agreement of the Panles and may be terminatcd
by either Party upon 90 days wrirtzn notification tw ths other Party.

AMENDMENT TO THE AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

FROM UKRAINE OF WEAPONS OF MASS DESTRUCTION

Recognizing that the Department of Defense of the United States of America has
determined to perform activities under the Agreement between the Department of Defense of the
United States of America and the Ministry of Economy and European Integration of Ukraine
Issues on the Provision of Assistance to Ukraine in Establishing an Export Control System in
Order to Prevent the Proliferation from Ukraine of Weapons of Mass Destruction, done October
22,2001 (hereinafter referred to as "the Agreement"), in addition to the activities performed by the
Department of State of the United States of America, to which the Department of Defense of the
United States of America previously delegated responsibility for implementing the Agreement,

Acknowledging that the Department of Defense of the United States of America requires
certain amendments to the Agreement in connection with its performance of activities,

The Department of Defense of the United States of America and the Ministry of Economy
and European Integration of Ukraine Issues (hereinafter referred to as the Ukrainian Party) hereby
agree pursuant to Article IX of the Agreement as follows:

1. To amend Article IV of the Agreement by numbering the current provision as paragraph 1,
and adding the following new paragraphs 2 and 3:

"2. The Ukrainian Party or its authorized Implementing Agents shall cooperate with the
Department of Defense of the United States of America annually to develop a plan describing the
underlying assumptions, requirements and responsibilities for each project being undertaken by the
Department of Defense of the United States of America pursuant to this Agreement, and the
Ukrainian Party or its authorized implementing agents shall certify each such plan as accurate."

"3, The Ukrainian Party or its authorized Implementing Agents shall acquire title to and
provide all real property and secure all land use permits and environmental licenses necessary for
the Department of Defense of the United States of America to provide assistance.”




2. To amend Article V of the Agreement by numbering the current provision as
paragraph 1, renumbering current sub-provisions "1" through "8" as "A" through "H" and
adding the following new paragraph 2:

"2, The total cost to the Department of Defense of the United States of America of all
materials, equipment, training and services provided by the Department of Defense of the United
States of America pursuant to this Agreement and associated expenses, including costs related to
the transportation of materials, equipment and personnel to and from Ukraine, shall not exceed
fifteen million U.S. dollars, excluding the cost of materials, equipment, training and services
provided by other agencies or departments to which the Department of Defense of the United
States of America has delegated responsibility for implementation of provisions of this Agreement
pursuant to Article II, paragraph 1 of the Agreement.”

3. To amend Article VII of the Agreement by numbering the current provision as paragraph 1, and
adding the following new paragraph 2:

"2. In addition to the Audit and Examination rights pursuant to Article X of the CTR Umbrella
Agreement, representatives of the Department of Defense of the United States of America shall have
the right to monitor the implementation of the terms of contracts and the progress of work performed
under this Agreement at facilities on the territory of Ukraine."

This Amendment shall enter into force upon signature by the Parties and shall remain in force for
the duration of the Agreement, being its integral part. )

The Department of Defense of the United States of America and the Ministry of
Economy of Ukraine ereby agree to amend the Agreement between the Department of
Defense of the United States of America Agreement and the Ministry of Economy and
European Integration of Ukraine Issues on the Provision of Assistance to Ukraine in
Establishing an Export Control System in Order to Prevent the Proliferation from Ukraine
of Weapons of Mass Destruction of October 22, 2001 as amended (hereinafter referred to
as “the Agreement”) as follows:

1. To amend Article IV of the Agreement by adding the following new
paragraph 4:

“4. Without prejudice to the rights of audit and examination according to Article
X of the Agreement between Ukraine and the United States of America Concerning
Assistance to Ukraine in the Elimination of Strategic Nuclear Arms, and the Prevention
of Proliferation of Weapons of Mass Destruction of October 25, 1993-and in accordance
with the national legislation of Ukraine and existing bilateral international agreements
between Ukraine and the United States of America, the Ukrainian Party or its authorized
Implementing Agents shall furnish the U.S. Party with the data collected relating to any
detection of illicit trafficking or seizures of materials related to weapons of mass
destruction with the help of equipment, technology or other materials provided by the
U.S. Party. ' o
The Ukrainian Party or its authorized Implementing Agents shall furnish an
initial notification to the U.S. Embassy in Kyiv of such detection or seizure within 48
hours, followed by a complete data transfer within 30 days.”

2. To amend Article V paragraph 2 of the Agreement by changing the wdrds :

“fifteen million U.S. dollars” to “twenty-two million U.S. dollars.”

The Amendment 2 shall enter into force upon signature by the Parties and shall
remain in force for the duration of the Agreement.
