By the last big beaver-chewed tree on flat ground,
Face Kendall Lake Shelter and then turn around.

Walk 35 steps toward the big rock you see.
In a log that stands up your treasure will be.

Secretly write names and date into the book
Before other hikers have a chance to look.

Your counting day is almost done.
A new quest stamp has been won!

Return to the trail, right, and over a dam you go.
Take the stairs and a right. To your car, say hello!

What about your numbers, now we're done?
The counting-box challenge was just for fun!
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This quest was written by Penny Uhlenbrock, a park ranger for
Cuyahoga Valley National Park. It was updated in 2013.

Quiest clues and maps—created by
teachers, volunteers, and/or park
staff—will help you discover the
natural and cultural gems of the
Ohio & Erie Canalway.

Sign your name in the loghook,
stamp this page, and return the box
to its hiding place.

This treasure hunt takes about 60 minutes. This easy, unpaved trail

has a few inclines and can be muddy in places. Insect repellent and
hiking shoes are recommended. You will need a pen or pencil to write
your answers and sign the loghook. Some people prefer using their
own signature stamp and ink pad or marker.

Start in the parking lot at Kendall Lake, Truxell/Kendall Park Road,
2 miles west of Akron Cleveland Road, Peninsula, Ohio 44264,

Numbers surround us every day,
So follow this quest, and count you may!

Bring a pencil, crayon, or pen
To write numbers in the boxes within.

Start by finding 1 building next to a lake.
Go toward it now, make no mistake.

Once you are there, your count begins.
What's the number of stairs going up and in?

Exit the shelter toward the lake below.
Turn left to the forest, careful as you go.

See 1 tree as bare as bones,
Standing by the water all alone.
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Bear right into the woods and look around.
Do you see something almost chewed down?

How many trees can you count out
That have chews from a beaver’s mouth?

Up a hill you must climb with eyes open wide,
Keeping water on your right side.

Find a pine needle bundle down by your feet.
Count the number of needles once—don't repeat!

Go until a way you must choose.
Right is the path to walk and not lose.

The trail becomes rockier as you move along.
Many things to count as birds sing their songs.

Hidden among plants are 2 old wooden posts.
Lock left and then right, can you find them both?

Head toward the tunnel and go ahead in.
You are well on your way, so keep up the grin!

As you walk through, be sure to shout!
Count square holes above before you are out.

Find 1 cut up log with a hole in the middle.
Since you have a photo, there will be no riddle.
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Look at the lake as you make your way.
How many turtles sun on logs toclay?

Continue on the trail—don’t stop now.
You are counting well, so take a bow.

Count again to continue this tale.
How many times cloes water run under the trail?

Find a field, open and wide—
This is not where the treasure hides.

Keep marching along the water’s edge,
Watching your step as you travel the ledge.
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Look around the trail you stay on.
How many twin trees do you happen upon?

You are almost there—the end is in sight!
Take a small grassy path to the water on right.

Far across the lake, stop and look.
Count the benches where fish are hooked.
